The consensus among world experts is that potential exists but that
far morestudiesare urgently needed to determine if existing antiral drugs can be effectiuve treat
COVIEL9.

In order to fasttrack this researchyVHO launchethe Solidarity Triabn March 18-a large international
clinical trial to help find an effective treatment for COMI® Enrolling patients in one single randomized
trial will help facilitate the rapid worldwle comparison ofandidatetreatments and overcome the risk

of multiple small trials not generating the strong evidence needed to determine the relative
effectiveness of potential treatments.

Initially, the Solidarityrial will compare four treatment options against the standard of care, based on
evidence from laboratory, animal and clinical studies. These incthdl@oquine orhydroxychloroquine,
remdesivirjopinavir/ritonavir, andopinavir/ritonavir withinterferon beta1a By enrolling patients in
multiple countries, the Solidariffrial aims to rapidly discover whether any of these existing drugs slow
disease progression or improve survival. The primary outcome measurementaial mortality,
subdivided by seerity of disease at the time of randomisation. The major secondary outcomes are
duration of hospital stay and time to first receiving ventilation (or intensive care).

The Solidarity Trial is unlike any other clinical trial and its objective will be azhtekough new ways of
working that embrace:

1 Speedo act fast now, to simplify procedures with a simple randomized control clinical trial protocol
and a paperless/ webased randomization and data system allowing for rapid centralized analyses.
The adapive study design allows for quickly adding novel treatment arms while the trial is in
progress or discontinuing some treatment arthgt areproven ineffective or unsafe.

Since its launch, ovdi0 countries have expressed an interestin participating in the Solidarity Trial and
WHO is actively engaged with more than 60. The engagementinvolves multiple steps to support
countries. Some of these steps include ethical and regulatory approvale &VHO core protocol; the
identification of hospitals that will participate in the trial; the training of hospital clinicians in the-web
based randomization and data system; and shipping the trial drugs as requested by each participating
country.

Definition of COVIEL9 death

COVIB19 death is defined for surveillance purposes as a death resulting from a clinically compatible
illness in a probable or confirmed CIDMO case, unless there is a clear alternative cause of death that
cannot be related to COViI®disease (e.g. trauma). There should be no period of complete recovery
betweenthe illness and death.
